The CYCLE4CYNTHIA cycle ride will take place on the 1st of October 2006 

As before it starts at Moulton Park (Nationwide Anglia Building Society) and has three routes a 50 mile a 25 mile and a 10 mile participants range from semi professional riders and cycle club members (similar to what we see on Triathlons) to the totally unfit and short of breath rider whom is doing it for Fun???.


Raynet is this year being involved with the Provision of safety cover and relaying requests for provisions at the support stations set up around the event. The event commences at 9.00am and we recommend that operators are on station by at least 08.30 to set up and commence radio checks.

We are aware that quite a number of Raynet personnel are available for this event being a charity and Raynet have been involved with the cycle ride since its initial run three years ago. 


The Routes have changed slightly with Naseby replacing Kelmarsh Hall and some points being moved because of safety issues on the routes. The maps of the event are attached with notes of the support stations.

Please be aware that some stations may be stood down by the organisers when they are sure everybody is through, so that the provisions may be relocated to the other points on the routes as required. Raynet has asked to be informed of this, when it happens so that we can give our members at those locations the choice of standing down or relocating to another necessary position.


It has been found by the group that the Raynet control centre although having been sufficient in the past with the numbers of out stations we have had, due to an increase in the membership and the need to liaise with the voluntary emergency services, that the organisers employ, the control should and will be manned by at least two members to facilitate adequate communications for such events that we do.



Last year Mid Northants Raynet offered this event to other non Raynet amateurs as a sampler to find out what we actually do, from this we did gain some members, so I am suggesting that we do it again this year. Non Raynet members will be placed with Raynet members as assistants it is not we think they are poor operators but just so that they can see how we operate and our procedures 


Please be aware that control can hear other positions that you cannot, so please use the precursors of 


Message

· Routine (Normal routine messages)
· Priority (messages of importance)
· Immediate  (messages of an emergency nature)

This will let control know you have a message, do not assume that they are ready and send your message. Wait until control asks 
asks you to do so
